Parents

Parking Lot: The parent needs to guide the buses to a designated parking place. We
will announce to Mountainside and the band students that the lower parking lot will be
limited. Buses will park along back road and lowest southeast lot.

Registration: Each band will check in with this person. They will get their stage set-up
and percussion needs from them and introduce their student helper.

Tabulation: They will take judges results and assign grade. They will stuff packet with
appropriate plaque, judges' sheets, and recording.

Back Stage Set-Up: Will tell the student helpers what is needed on stage with each
ensemble. The amount of chairs, stands, and percussion needs.

Recording: Will record each ensembles performance.

Judges’ lunch and snacks: Will purchase snacks, drinks, and lunch for the judges.
Coffee and pastries in the morning, soda, water, chips, and sandwiches for lunch.

Purchase of Concession items: Sodas, water, candy, chips, cookies, etc., to be sold
during the festival for visiting band and orchestras.

Students

Band Guide: Will be assigned a band(s) and you will take them through the warm-up
room, to the stage, to the clinic room. You will be in charge of warning them of their
time and getting the set-up to the stage prior to their performance time.

Back Stage Set Up: Will be in charge of setting the stage for each performing
ensemble, making sure they have everything they need to be successful.

Judge Runner: Will be in charge of making sure the judges have what they need.
Water, soda, snacks, sharpened pencils, etc. You will also run results to the parent in
charge of tabulation.

Announcer: You will announce each ensemble prior to each performance. Must be in
uniform for the entire day.
